In 2004, a Campus Master Plan was
completed for the Bowling Green
State University’s Main Campus by
another consulting firm. The Master
Plan was the foundation for planning
for future facility improvements and
new facilities to be built at the
University. However, the plan did not
perform a detailed analysis of the
utility infrastructure systems and their
ability to support the current and
future campus needs.

URS was hired by the Bowling Green
State University to conduct a
thorough audit and assessment of all
university utility systems to identify
use, condition, and prioritize facility
infrastructure maintenance,
remodeling and rehabilitation needs,
perform an evaluation for the
implementation of a central chilled
water plant, develop an infrastructure
master plan, establish standards,
and create and deploy a GIS system
for all utility systems on the campus.
